430 000 Euro to the pilot project "Virtual Glass Academy - a pedagogical model for e-learning with multimedia support" conducted by Glafo in Växjö, Sweden.

The three-year pilot project "Virtual Glass Academy - a pedagogical model for e-learning with multimedia support" is granted 430 000 Euro from the EC programme Leonardo da Vinci II*. The project is conducted by Glafo and it is carried out in co-operation with among others Växjö University.

The aim of the project is to develop a pedagogical model, testing the possibilities with net-based learning in the crafts industry and it will be tested in the glass industry.

The model is being developed by creating a course for glass workers and glass-school pupils. The course will have a strong connection between theory and practice.

This is co-operation among eleven partners from Sweden, England, the Czech Republic, Romania and Belgium. There are representatives from the glass industry, glass research institutes, university, federations, employers, a glass workers' open-access sixth form (senior high school) and a glass organisation.
